Key worker an explanation!

At Conkers we have Key workers;
A key worker looks after the educational records for your child you will see a photo of the key workers in both rooms with the names of the children whose records they look after.

We then have Key Persons;

A key person is a member of staff, some one special to you both, someone you and your child feel comfortable with, (it may not be the same person).

A key person will look after your child and is the one to whom they will go to when happy, upset, needing a 
cuddle, show some thing exciting to or 
Just hang out together.

This person may be the same key person all through your 
child’s time at conkers, or may change as your child grows and develops and may not be in the same room where they are based. (The joy of Conkers is that we
can always have a chat and cuddle over the gate).

Your child’s records
From Monday the 9th to Friday 13th January the records for children whose Forename begins with A to G will be out in the dinning room for you to look at.
From Monday 16th to Friday 20th January the records of children
